Ukrainian Language Classes  

This year St. Andrew's Ukrainian Language Classes for Adults has fulfilled 20 years of 
service to the Ukrainian community, thanks to the dedication of the committee 
members and the many teachers who taught during this period. 

On February 20, 2010 we were among  the 18 Community Language Schools that 
participated in the Seventh International Mother Language Day celebrations 
sponsored by the International and Heritage Languages Association ( IHLA). The 
many benefits of language learning in the home, in the school and in the community 
were jointly celebrated.  We express sincere thanks to Trish Bartko and St. 
Andrew's Veernest Dance Program for collaborating with our display table and for 
contributing to the afternoon and evening programs with their dance 
selections.  Written submissions from four students in Pani Bilykõs Advanced Class 
were included in the second collection of stories published by IHLA for the occasion. 

This year there were 43 students registered in four levels.  Classes for the 2009-2010 
school year will conclude on Wednesday, March 24.  Students will be 
awarded certificates on this day. 

Classes will resume in September.  Persons interested in learning Ukrainian or 
improving their language skills are encouraged to register early.  Members will enjoy 
the reduced tuition rate of $130.00.

 é St. Andrewõs Board of Management has submitted 

to the By -laws  Review Committee of the UOCC, in 

preparation for By -law changes at SOBOR 2010, 

attempt to negate those contradictions.    

We thank the many parishioners and friends of the 

parish for assisting with the Paska and Babka work 

bees culminating in a most successful Easter Tea and 

Bake Sale on March 20. The usual filled to overflowing 

crowd was there to purchase their favorite Easter 

delicacies and pysanky, and join us for Tea and Cake 

in a beautiful social afternoon. St. Andrewõs has done 

many things well over the years, thanks to Ladies and 

Men who came before us and set the standard for us to 

follow.

His Grace acknowledged our concerns and our 

Parish needs.  

2. Both letters were dispatched by courier on 

Wednesday, March 10, 2010 and received and 

signed for, by the Consistory on Thursday, March 

11 at 10:11 a.m. We had to ensure that the letters 

were received prior to the March 14, 2010 

deadline.  

3. The likelihood of receiving a permanent parish 

priest assignment at St. Andrewõs prior to the 

August 1, 2010 general priest assignments is 

extremely remote or nil. With the bulk of the 

Lenten Services complete; with Passion Week and 

Easter Sunday immediately ahead of us, the Great 

Feast Days on our Church calendar will be soon be 
complete.  It has been a struggle for many of us but I 
thank all Parish members for their patience and 
diligence in coming out to maintain our Lenten 
services and our Paskal traditions.
